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Our Mission:

The Samuel U. Rodgers Health Center’s mission
is to provide high quality, compassionate health
care without regard to ability to pay. In 2007, the
Health Center provided 70,230 visits to 17,712
patients. More than half are uninsured which
means they are more likely to delay treatment
leading to preventable disease, disability or even
death. By meeting their health care needs, we
are able to reduce community health care costs
and invest in current and future generations of
men, women, and children in need. Our Health
Center provides comprehensive outpatient
primary care services including adult medicine,
behavioral health, dentistry, family medicine,
child and adolescent health and women's health.
Our ancillary and supportive services include
laboratory, radiology, pharmacy, interpreters,
and patient transportation. The Health Center

is a paint of entry to essential services for

new immigrants seeking asylum from war-torn
nations. Some endangered their lives to help

the United States in our war efforts and can no
longer live safely in their native countries.

How can the
community support
our mission?

The patients we serve deserve to receive 21st
century primary care in a state of the art health
care environment. After 40 years of providing
health services in the same building, our facility
has become antiquated and inefficient for quality
patient care. Space constraints have limited our
ability to meet the existing and growing demand
for much needed primary care, women's health,
child health and dentistry services. We must
update our facility and essential equipment to
ensure high quality care is available for future
generations.
